e As improper installation may affect the connectivity of the frame with the Legion Glasses,
please ask the optometrist to use the included Prescription Lens Frame Template to ensure
proper fit after the lenses are installed.

2.3 Selecting, Adjusting and Installing the Nose Pad
Selecting the Nose Pad

There are sizes of nose pads that come with the product. Nose Pad 2 comes pre-installed on the

Legion Glasses.

Adjusting the Nose Pad

After putting on the glasses, you should keep the image in the center of your vision and be able to
see it in its entirety. The three types of nose pads can be adjusted flexibly. Select a nose pad and
adjust it to better fit the nose. If the image is incomplete, try to replace or adjust the nose pad.

Adjusting the nose pad will affect the view of the image in the glasses, refer to 2.6 Adjusting the

Wearing Position to Optimize the Visual Experience in the User Guide.

Adjust the nose pad as follows:

The two wings of the nose pad can be adjusted inward or outward
according to the width of the nose bridge. The larger the opening
angle, the lower the wearing position of the glasses. Bend the

ends of the two wings of the nose pad slightly to fit different nose

shapes.

The two wings of the nose pad can also be rotated to a certain
angle to fit the sides of your nose bridge to reduce the pressure of

the glasses on the nose.

@ After putting on the glasses, if you feel stress at a certain point of the nose bridge,
or pain and discomfort occur after prolonged use, it may be caused by a mismatch
between the shape of the nose pad and the nose bridge. Adjust the opening angle of

the nose pad and the rotation angle of the two wings of the nose pad immediately

according to the wearing experience.

Installing the Nose Pad

To install the nose pad, insert it into the slot completely in the direction shown below. To replace

the nose pad, pull out the nose pad in the opposite direction and remove the original nose pad.

Insert the slot in the middle of the glasses to install the nose pad

2.4 Installing the Prescription Lens Frame

After the customized lenses are ready, ensure that the nose pad has been installed on the glasses,

and then install the frame as shown below.

2.5 Adjusting the Temples and Wearing Stability

In order to wear the glasses stably, it is very important to adjust the temples. It is recommended
that you bend the ends of the temples properly and slide on the glasses from top to bottom. Bend
the temples properly to better fit the head to improve the wearing stability and stop the glasses

from slipping down. This can also reduce the pressure of the glasses on the nose.

For some users, the included anti-slip adapters in the accessories box may help improve wearing
stability. The letters "L" and "R"” marked on the anti-slip adapter represent left and right to make
them easy to distinguish. Install the anti-slip adapters on the temples tightly with the "IN" sides

facing the temples.

@ Bending the ends of the temples and adding the anti-slip adapters can prevent the
glasses from sliding down and bring the glasses closer to the eyes.

2.6 Adjusting the Wearing Position to Optimize the Visual Experience

When wearing the glasses, you can replace a different nose pad, or adjust the shape of the nose
pad and the temples to keep the image in the center of your vision and get the complete view of
the image. This can also properly deblur the edges of the image. If the glasses are not worn in a
good position, situations similar to those listed below may occur. You can improve the experience

by adjusting the nose pad and the temples:

When the glasses are worn correctly, it is normal that the edges of the image are

slightly blurrier than the center.




Situation 1:

e Description of the problem: The glasses are worn too far from the eyes, which may cause the

edges of the image to become blurry.

Suggestion for adjustment: Adjust the wearing position of the glasses by replacing and
adjusting the nose pad and adjusting the temples and anti-slip adapters, so that the glasses

are close to the eyes and do not slip down easily.

Situation 2:

e Description of the problem: The glasses are worn in a low position, which may cause the top
area of the image to be abnormally blurry, and may even cause the displayed content to be

blocked and the image to be incomplete.

Suggestion for adjustment: Reduce the opening angle of the nose pad, or replace the nose

pad with a higher one (for specific adjustment methods, refer to 2.3 Selecting, Adjusting and

Installing the Nose Pad) to improve the wearing position of the glasses.




Situation 3:
e Description of the problem: The glasses are worn in a high position, which may cause the
bottom corners of the image to be abnormally blurry, and may even cause the displayed

content to be blocked and the image to be incomplete.

Suggestion for adjustment: Increase the opening angle of the nose pad, or replace the nose pad
with a lower one (for specific adjustment methods, refer to 2.3 Selecting, Adjusting and Installing

the Nose Pad) to lower the wearing position of the glasses.

@ Tips:
If you feel that the text in the glasses is small, you can increase the system font on the

host (mobile phone/tablet/computer) to 150% or more for easier reading.

2.7 Storing the Glasses in the Carrying Case

To protect the glasses, please put the glasses in the carrying case when not in use.

@ When you tidy up and store the data cables, prevent the USB-C metal heads of the

data cables from scratching the optical lenses of the glasses.




3. Button Functions

The glasses have four buttons (@) @ @ and @). The four buttons can be used for different functions
by long or short presses.

@ Pressing a button for less than 1 second, and then releasing is regarded as a short press.

Pressing a button for 2 seconds or more, and then releasing is regarded as a long press.

3.1 Brightness Adjustment

There are 10 levels of adjustable brightness.
e Short press the button ﬂ to increase the display brightness
e Short press the button @ to decrease the display brightness

3.2 Volume Adjustment

There are 10 levels of adjustable volume.
e Short press the button @ to increase the volume

e Short press the button @ to decrease the volume

@ The glasses have an independent volume adjustment function. Generally speaking,

you can use the host side (mobile phone/tablet/computer) to adjust the volume first.
If the host-side application software or operating system does not support volume
adjustment, or if the speaker volume of the glasses does not change after volume
adjustment, you can also use the volume adjustment buttons on the glasses to adjust
the volume.

3.3 Low Blue Light Mode

Long press the button 0 to enable the Low Blue Light Mode. The glasses will remember your

setting about Low Blue Light Mode.

[@ When the Low Blue Light Mode is enabled, the display will have a warmer tone.




3.4 Turning Off the Display

Long press the button @ to manually turn off the display. At this time, the currently playing video

will continue to play, and the speaker can also output audio normally. Short press any button to

re-activate the display.

3.5 Setting the Audio Output Channel

When connecting the glasses with a smart device, you can select an appropriate audio output

channel (glasses speaker, host speaker or earphone output). In the playback device list, the device

name of the glasses speaker is usually Legion Glasses.

You can switch the audio output channel as follows:

e |If Legion Go is connected, the audio output channel of Legion Go could be switched to Legion

Glasses automatically. You can check the Output Device on the Audio setting page of Legion

Space. You can also change this setting manually if you want to use other audio devices (e.g.,

headset or earphone).

only contains device models that have undergone strict compatibility tests, and it does
not mean that the Legion Glasses only supports these models. The basic principle of
glasses is similar to that of an external display. Generally speaking, if the smart device
has a USB-C connector that supports DP video output function (specifically USB 3.2
Gen 1and DP 1.2 or later), it can be connected and used normally. For smart devices
that meet the above USB-C connector standards but are not included in this list, there
may be potential compatibility risks. If you have any device compatibility problems,

5. Desktop Mode
